She was the
church pianist at Calvary Evangelical Free Church for almost 50 years and
sang alto in many duets, trios, and quartets. She loved music and also served



as the Sunday School superintendent, financial secretary and other duties
relating to women’s ministry. 

 Lover of crosswords and jigsaw puzzles, Elaine also spent daily time with the
Lord Jesus. She read the Bible cover to cover many, many times. She trusted
Him to be her provider and sustainer and was faithful to Him in prayer and
testimony, always giving a reason to be thankful to Him.

Burke, her brothers, Roger and Kenneth Burke, her sister, Verly Holty, and
several other close loved ones.
