 Ione was a dedicated member/officer in the American Legion Auxiliary for 67
years. She held the office of president for three terms. She worked with the
Bloodmobile for 58 years during which time she received 3 certificates of
appreciation for over 50 years of service. During that time she did numerous
jobs including coordinator for 14 of those years. The American Red Cross
awarded Ione the Circle of Excellance Award in 2004. 

 For 19 years she volunteered in the Spring Grove Library, along with serving
on the library board. 

 In 1995, Ione was awarded the Mest Hoyaktet Dame (Most Honored Lady).
Along with receiving the Spring Grove volunteer Award in 2006, she was also
honored by receiving the 2007 Houston County Outstanding Citizen.
